INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT

This AGREEMENT is hereby entered into between the Fullerton School
District, hereinafter referred to as “DISTRICT”, and Rich Thome, 177 W. Junipero, San
Clemente, California 92672, (949) 842-0659, hereinafter referred to as
‘CONTRACTOR”.

WHEREAS, DISTRICT is authorized by Section 53060 of the California
Government Code to contract with and employ any persons for the furnishing of
special services and advice in financial, economic, accounting, engineering, legal or
administrative matters, if such persons are specially trained and experienced and
competent to perform the special services required; and

WHEREAS, DISTRICT is in need of such special services and advice; and

WHEREAS, CONTRACTOR is specially trained and experienced and
competent to perform the special services required by the DISTRICT, and such
services are needed on a limited basis;

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

1. Services to be provided by Contractor:

Board workshop to review Board/Superintendent communication protocols

and goals and objectives.

2. Term. CONTRACTOR shall commence providing services under this
AGREEMENT on March 1, 2008, and will diligently perform as required and complete
performance by March 1, 2008.

3. Compensation. DISTRICT agrees to pay the CONTRACTOR for services
satisfactorily rendered pursuant to this AGREEMENT a total fee not to exceed One
Thousand Six Hundred Twenty Dollars ($1,620.00).

It seeks to give students an international perspective in order to help them
become better informed about the experiences of people throughout the world.

Carin Leavitt teaches 7™ and 8" grade English and history/social science, and will
be attending Level 1 Humanities training. Ramon Miramontes, principal, serves as
“Head of School” at Beechwood, and will be attending the Heads of
School/Coordination Level 1 workshop.

The International Baccalaureate Organization requires that instructors and
administrators teaching and leading within the program receive Level 1 training in
at least one of their respective subject areas. Lead teachers within their
discipline should move on to Level 2 and are responsible for training other site
instructors in their departments. Beechwood School instructor Carin Leavitt and
Principal Ramon Miramontes are new to Beechwood School, and have not been
IB trained. They did not get spots in workshops previously due to the high
demand in their discipline. Workshops are offered in different subjects
throughout the year by the International Baccalaureate North America (IBNA),
and are held all over the continent.

APPROVE INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT WITH GROVER BRAVO
DBA GRUPO CRECER TO PROVIDE PARENT EDUCATION CLASSES FOR
VALENCIA PARK SCHOOL PARENTS BEGINNING MARCH 19, 2008 AND
ENDING MAY 14, 2008

Parent involvement is one of the barriers to student achievement that was
identified in Valencia Park's High Priority School Program Grant (HPSPG). At the
request of the parents on the Valencia Park English Language Advisory
Committee (ELAC), Series 1 - “Strengthening Families Towards Academic
Success” consisting of eight parent workshops in Spanish was provided by the
Grupo Crecer organization in spring 2007 with 70 parents attending.

Grupo Crecer then provided Series 2 - “Understanding Learning and Discipline”
consisting of eight parent workshops in Spanish during the fall of 2007 with most
of the parents returning as well as new parents attending. The parent
workshops provided by Grupo Crecer are designed to assist families in
strengthening the ties between the academic, emotional, physical, psychological,
and social components that emphasize healthy communication and thus improve
academic skills and parent involvement in the school and educational process. It
was requested by the Spanish-speaking parents that these workshops be
continued for the 2007/08 school year. The current topic is Series 3 - “Improving
Family Communication and Learning Skills” consisting of eight parent workshops
to be held on Wednesday mornings at Valencia Park School. Future topics may
be presented based on parent participation.

Grover Bravo dba Grupo Crecer’s expertise is in the area of psychology and
family counseling. Working with the community liaison, this organization has
provided parenting classes in the Anaheim School District for the last five years.
The presenters for Grupo Crecer are fluent in Spanish and English. The
community liaison reports that the school has seen a significant improvement in
parent involvement and student achievement as a result of these classes.

The cost of the training is not to exceed $5,000.00 for a total of eight parent
education sessions to be paid from Valencia Park’s School Based Coordinated
Program (SBCP), budget #0130428101-5805.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT

This AGREEMENT is hereby entered into between the Fullerton School District,
hereinafter referred to as “DISTRICT”, and Grover Bravo doing business as Grupo Crecer,
address, 2020 N. Broadway Street, Suite #102, Santa Ana, CA 92701, 714-265-7171
hereinafter referred to as “CONTRACTOR”.

WHEREAS, DISTRICT is authorized by Section 53060 of the California Government
Code to contract with and employ any persons for the furnishing of special services and
advice in financial, economic, accounting, engineering, legal or administrative matters, if
such persons are specially trained and experienced and competent to perform the special
services required; and

WHEREAS, DISTRICT is in need of such special services and advice; and

WHEREAS, CONTRACTOR is specially trained and experienced and competent to
perform the special services required by the DISTRICT, and such services are needed on a
limited basis;

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

1. Services to be provided by Contractor:

Contractor will provide Series 3 consisting of eight parent education sessions (in
the morning) for Valencia Park parents.

2. Term. CONTRACTOR shall commence providing services under this
AGREEMENT on March 19, 2008, and will diligently perform as required and complete
performance by May 14, 2008.

3. Compensation. DISTRICT agrees to pay the CONTRACTOR for services
satisfactorily rendered pursuant to this AGREEMENT a total fee not to exceed

$5000.00 (five thousand dollars) including travel expenses.
DISTRICT shall pay CONTRACTOR according to the following terms and conditions:
Payment in full upon completion of parent workshops, by May 21, 2008.

4. Expenses. DISTRICT shall not be liable to CONTRACTOR for any costs or
expenses paid or incurred by CONTRACTOR in performing services for DISTRICT.

5. Independent Contractor. CONTRACTOR, in the performance of this
AGREEMENT, shall be and act as an independent contractor. CONTRACTOR understands

and agrees that he/she and all of his/her employees shall not be considered officers,




employees or agents of the DISTRICT, and are not entitled to benefits of any kind of nature
normally provided employees of the DISTRICT and/or to which DISTRICT’s employees are
normally entitled, including, but not limited to, State Unemployment Compensation or
Worker's Compensation. CONTRACTOR assumes the full responsibility for the acts
and/or omissions of his/her employees or agents as they relate to the services to be
provided under this AGREEMENT. CONTRACTOR shall assume full responsibility for
payment of all federal, state and local taxes or contributions, including unemployment
insurance, social security and income taxes with respect to CONTRACTOR'’s employees.

6. Materials. CONTRACTOR shall furnish, at his/her own expense, all labor,
materials, equipment, supplies and other items necessary to complete the services to be
provided pursuant to this AGREEMENT. CONTRACTOR’s services will be performed,
findings obtained, reports and recommendations prepared in accordance with generally
and currently accepted principles and practices of his/her profession.

7. Originality of Services. CONTRACTOR agrees that all technologies, formulae,

procedures, processes, methods, writings, ideas, dialogue, compositions, recordings,
teleplays, and video productions prepared for, written for, submitted to the DISTRICT and/or
used in connection with this AGREEMENT, shall be wholly original to CONTRACTOR and
shall not be copied in whole or in part from any other source, except that submitted to
CONTRACTOR by DISTRICT as a basis for such services.

8. Termination. DISTRICT may, at any time, with or without reason, terminate
this AGREEMENT and compensate CONTRACTOR only for services satisfactorily rendered
to the date of termination. Written notice by DISTRICT shall be sufficient to stop further
performance of services by CONTRACTOR. Notice shall be deemed given when received
by the CONTRACTOR or no later than three days after the day of mailing, whichever is
sooner.

DISTRICT may terminate this AGREEMENT upon giving of written notice of intention
to terminate for cause. Cause shall include: (a) material violation of this AGREEMENT by
the CONTRACTOR,; or (b) any act by CONTRACTOR exposing the DISTRICT to liability to
others for personal injury or property damage; or CONTRACTOR is adjudged a bankrupt,
CONTRACTOR makes a general assignment for the benefit of creditors or a receiver is
appointed on account of CONTRACTOR’s insolvency. Written notice by DISTRICT shall

contain the reasons for such intention to terminate and unless within sixty ( 60 ) days after



service of such notice the condition or violation shall cease, or satisfactory arrangements
for the correction thereof be made, this AGREEMENT shall upon the expiration of the sixty
( 60 ) days cease and terminate. In the event of such termination, the DISTRICT may
secure the required services from another contractor. If the cost to the DISTRICT exceeds
the cost of providing the service pursuant to this AGREEMENT, the excess cost shall be
charged to and collected from the CONTRACTOR. The foregoing provisions are in
addition to and not a limitation of any other rights or remedies available to DISTRICT.
Written notice by DISTRICT shall be deemed given when received by the other party, or no
later than three days after the day of mailing, whichever is sooner.

9. Hold Harmless. CONTRACTOR agrees to and does hereby indemnify, hold

harmless and defend the DISTRICT and its governing Board, officers, employees and

agents from every claim or demand made and every liability, loss, damage or expense, of
any nature whatsoever, which may be incurred by reason of:

(a) Liability for damages for: (1) death or bodily injury to person; (2) injury
to, loss or theft of property; or (3) any other loss, damage or expense
arising out of (1) or (2) above, sustained by the CONTRACTOR, or
any person, firm or corporation employed by the CONTRACTOR, either
directly or by independent contract, upon or in connection with the
services called for in this AGREEMENT, however caused, except for
liability for damages referred to above which result from the sole
negligence or willful misconduct of the DISTRICT or its officers,
employees or agents.

(b)  Any injury to or death of any persons, including the DISTRICT or its
officers, employees and agents, or damage to or loss of any property
caused by any act, neglect, default, or omission of the CONTRACTOR,
or any person, firm or corporation employed by the CONTRACTOR,
either directly or by independent contract, arising out of, or in any way
connected with, the services covered by this AGREEMENT, whether
said injury or damage occurs either on or off DISTRICT’s property,
except for liability for damages which result from the sole negligence or

willful misconduct of the DISTRICT or its officers, employees or agents.

The California School Information Services Program (CSIS) is the
Statewide system that tracks students by a State-issued ID number.

CSIS relies on the accuracy
of data submitted by school districts across the State and is working to
encourage districts to establish accurate and effective student data
systems. Toward that end, CSIS provides funding through its Best
Practices Cohort Project that helps districts improve their student
information management practices. The project includes a list of
deliverables that must be accomplished, and partial payouts occur as
deliverables are achieved. The deliverables include needs assessments,
online trainings to attend, and milestone activities that must be
accomplished.

CSIS, FCMAT, and KCSOS will indemnify and hold harmless the LEA and their
officers, agents and employees from all claims, liabilities and losses asserted by
any and all persons and entities arising out of acts or omissions of CSIS,
FCMAT, KCSOS in the performance of their duties under this Agreement or in
connection with the Project, except those arising by reason of the sole
negligence or error or omission of the LEA, or their officers, agents and
employees. The provisions of this section shall not be limited to the availability or
collectability of insurance coverage.

The duty of indemnification shall include, without limitation, claims, liabilities and
losses arising out of the unlawful disclosure of the contents of student records or
other information required by law to be kept confidential.
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11.4 CSIS, FCMAT and KCSOS expressly disclaim, and shall not be required to
indemnify or hold harmless any person or entity with respect to any planned or
unplanned down time or other operational failure of the CSIS system, nor shall
they be liable to any person or entity, including the LEA, its members and its
administrative agent, for consequential damages arising from such down time or
operational failure. CSIS will give the LEA reasonably advanced notice of
planned downtime, and will make every effort to notify the LEA as quickly as
possible regarding the status of any unplanned downtime.

12.0 Withdrawal or Termination

12.1 Either party may cancel this Agreement, without cause, by giving written notice at
least 45 business days in advance.

12.2 Upon completion of all LEA deliverables and pay outs, this Agreement is
terminated.

12.3 The CSIS Chief Operations Officer may terminate this Agreement for non-
performance by the LEA, after giving the LEA written notice and reasonable time
not to exceed 30 calendar days to come into complete performance. Non-
performance means failure to complete planning or implementation activities in a
timely and acceptable manner, to send CSIS data required to meet deliverables,
or to make Project-related records available to CSIS for inspection.

12.4 The LEA may terminate this Contract for nonperformance by CSIS, after giving
CSIS written notice and reasonable time not to exceed 30 calendar days to come
into complete performance. Nonperformance includes failure to make prompt
payment or complete any of the obligations of CSIS in accordance with this
Contract.

If any provision of this Contract is determined to be illegal, unenforceable, or
invalid, such act shall in no way affect the validity of any other provision in this
contract. No waiver of any provision of this Contract shall be deemed, or shall
constitute, a waiver of any other provision, whether or not similar, nor shall any such
waiver constitute a continuing or subsequent waiver of the same provision. No waiver
shall be binding unless executed in writing by the party making the waiver.

15.0 Integration

This Contract, including all exhibits and other documents incorporated herein or
made applicable by reference, contains the complete and final understanding of the
parties' rights, duties and obligations with respect to the transaction discussed in the
Contract and supersedes all prior Contracts, understandings and commitments,
whether oral or written. This Contract shall not be amended in any way except by a
writing expressly purporting to be such an amendment, signed and acknowledged by
both parties hereto.

15.0 Force Majeure
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In the event that performance on the part of any party hereto shall be delayed or
suspended as a result of circumstances beyond the reasonable control and without the
fault or negligence of said party, none of the parties shall incur any liability to the other
parties as a result of such delay or suspension. Circumstances deemed to be beyond
the control of the parties hereunder shall include, but not be limited to, acts of God or
of the public enemy, insurrection, acts of the federal government or any unit of state or
local government in either sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics,
quarantine restrictions, strikes, freight embargoes or delays in transportation, to the
extent that such circumstances are not caused by the party's willful or negligent acts or
omissions, and to the extent that they are beyond the party's reasonable control.

All fifth and seventh grade students participate in the California Physical Fitness
Test each spring. The test consists of six components: aerobic capacity, body
composition, abdominal strength, trunk extensor strength, upper body strength,
and flexibility. The fitness test results are recorded by school site staff and
submitted to the State by Information Services.

This system does not allow for student fithess reports to be generated to
students, schools, and parents in a timely manner, as the reports are
subsequently available on the California Department of Education (CDE)
website the following November.

Thus, this training will provide instruction on creating a variety of fithess data
reports and charts for students, parents, and teachers, allowing for a more
detailed view of the student’s performance on the Physical Fitness Test. The
communication of these results will promote awareness about the importance of
physical activity and fitness. Participants will receive a teacher manual and
fitness testing materials for their school sites.

The Board authorized copier purchases for four (4) Konica Minolta digital copiers at
the October 24, 2006 regular Board meeting for Educational Services, the
Teachers’ Center, the Educational Materials Center (EMC), and the Business
Annex. This was accomplished by approving Master Lease Agreement, Contract
Number: 0008-224-9632-000, with Banc of America Leasing & Capital, LLC. The
two (2) Canon copiers located in Personnel and Business Services are now at the
end of their five (5) year fair market value lease and need to be replaced. These
copiers will be replaced with newer digital copiers at a lower monthly lease cost,
lower cost per copy charges, and more modern features to allow better efficiency for
all staff utilizing multi-function copiers. After analyzing several submitted proposals,
it was determined that the Konica Minolta copiers available through Banc of America
Leasing & Capital, LLC, offered the most features and best rates to the District.

The proposed lease purchase agreement is for sixty (60) months with a $1 lease-
end purchase buyout option at the end of the lease period. The new replacement
copiers will save approximately 30% per year over the existing digital copiers. The
same Master Lease Agreement with Banc of America Leasing & Capital, LLC, can
be used for the Personnel and Business Services copiers by adding new equipment
schedules.

The current copier lease agreement for Personnel Departments and Business
Services has expired. A new copier agreement and updated equipment is required
for routine daily transactions in each applicable department, and the new equipment
and maintenance plan will save District funds.

Each department will use their annual General Fund copier allocation to pay for the
monthly lease, service and supplies agreement.

PURPOSE AND INTENT

The Board of Trustees of the Fullerton School District endorses the concept of the neighborhood school.
School attendance boundaries are established by the Board to, among other things, optimize the use of
existing facilities, avoid overcrowding conditions, maintain local neighborhood identities, give consideration
to geographic barriers, establish and maintain socio-economic balance in schools and programs, and
maintain safe and reasonable walking conditions and distances to and from schools.

The Board also recognizes that some parents may wish to have their children attend a school other than
their designated neighborhood school. The Fullerton School District believes that the parental choice of
programs and schools is desirable, and that parental choice should be accommodated where it is in the
best interest of the student and the District, is consistent with available District resources, can be
accommodated using existing facilities or programs and does not displace current resident students as of
April 1% prior to the start of the school year. As a condition of granting or renewing transfer permits,
parents and Intradistrict transfer students are required to comply with the terms of this policy. The
Superintendent/designee will establish an Open Enroliment period and process to facilitate making this
choice within the requirements of applicable laws and regulations.

Parents may exercise this choice option irrespective of the particular location of the parents’ residence
within the District. The acceptance to and/or continuation of attendance at the school of choice will be
dependent upon the parent and/or student’'s adherence to behavior/citizenship standards, satisfactory
attendance, timely transportation to and from school provided by the parents, and/or continued
participation in any specialized programs or classes when that is the primary reason for the transfer. When
attendance at the school/program of choice ceases to be in the best interest of the child the transfer may
be revoked. Deliberately providing false or misleading information and/or the deliberate omission of
information on the transfer application, enrollment documents, residency verification documents or other
information supplied as part of the transfer or admissions processes will lead to the immediate revocation
of the transfer and may lead to the denial of all future transfer requests. The Board of Trustees retains the
final authority to make student placement decisions and to maintain appropriate racial and ethnic balances
among the District schools and programs.

Open Enrollment

The Open Enroliment period for students who wish to attend a school other than their assigned school of
residence shall be a period of 20 consecutive school days established by the Superintendent or designee.
Prior to the beginning of the Open Enrollment period, each District school, in conjunction with District Staff,
will determine the availability of spaces for Intradistrict transfer students based upon their projections of
enroliment for the upcoming school year. Final approval of Intradistrict transfer applications will be
contingent upon space availability and Board approved school capacity. The District will notify parents of
decisions made concerning their requests by April 1st. This transfer policy does not apply to: students
assigned to special day classes through the individual educational plan process, administrative transfers,
placements by the Administrative Review Committee or placements made under the terms of numbers 2 or
3 below.

Priority for School Placement:

The order in which students shall be enrolled in the schools of the Fullerton School District is as follows:

1. Students who reside in the attendance area, or are deemed to have complied with residency
requirements as outlined in state law.

Program Improvement Transfers per provisions of No Child Left Behind.

Unsafe School Choice Transfers per provisions of No Child Left Behind.

Students of certificated or classified staff employed by the school.

Students on previously approved Intradistrict transfers.

Siblings of Intradistrict transfer students currently enrolled at the school.

Students of certificated or classifed staff employed by the District.

New Intradistrict transfer students.

Interdistrict transfer students with priority given to continuing students and their siblings.

It is the intent of the District that no student currently residing within a school’s attendance area or deemed
to have complied with residency requirements per #1 above, shall be displaced by pupils transferring from
outside the attendance area. It is also the intent of the District that students receive as consistent and
stable a learning environment throughout the school year as possible under these guidelines. In the event
of no available space at the school of residence, that student will become a resident student the following
school year, or sooner, based on space available.

Academic achievement and/or athletic ability may not be considered when approving transfer applications.
However, this should not be construed to prohibit the use of academic performance to determine eligibility
for, or placement in, programs for gifted and talented pupils as established pursuant to Education Code
Chapter 8. When specialized schools or programs within a school use entrance criteria, such criteria shall
be uniformly applied to those admitted under this regulation and students shall be selected for admission in
a fair, random and unbiased process. It is understood that “first-come-first-served” is not a fair, random
and unbiased process for selection.

Duration of Transfers

In order to be valid, an Intradistrict transfer must be approved by the principal of the school of residence
and the school of choice, and registration completed, as required by district policy and regulations.
Intradistrict transfers are valid for the school year for which they were approved. All students, whether they
have attended on transfer in previous years or are applying for the first time, must submit an application
prior to the close of the Open Enroliment period in order to receive consideration for placement in the
upcoming school year.

Terms and Conditions

Transfer students and their parents/guardians are expected to follow all applicable District Policies,
procedures and regulations and all school rules. An Intradistrict transfer may be revoked at any time for
reasons including but not limited to the following:

1. Unsatisfactory attendance: One unexcused absence or a tardy of 30 minutes or more following
the issuance of the first truancy letter by the school.

2. Tardiness: three tardies during an attendance reporting period.

3. Failure of the parent to make and maintain adequate transportation arrangements, i.e., drops off

no earlier than 15 minutes before school and pick up no later than 15 minutes after school.
Exceptions will be made for participation in intervention programs, childcare programs, and/or
approved school activities.

4. Unsatisfactory behavior or citizenship.

5. Ceasing participation in a “specialized” school, class and/or program such as GATE or an
alternative class.

6. After consulting with the parent, when the principal determines that the Intradistrict attendance
is no longer in the best interest of the student.

7. Parents/guardians providing false or misleading information on documents related to the

transfer or school enrollment.

School personnel should be diligent in their efforts to notify parents when their child’s transfer is in danger
of being revoked and afford them the opportunity to correct any problems or concerns.

Approval Process

The principal will approve transfers in accordance with the priorities listed in Priority for School Placement
above. Academic achievement and/or athletic ability may not be considered when approving transfer
applications. If the number of transfer applications for a grade/program/school exceeds the number if
spaces available for transfer, the principal shall hold an impartial and random lottery in accordance with
District procedures and applicable laws and regulations. Open Enroliment ends at the close of business on
the day designated by the Superintendent/designee. The Principal of the school of choice will notify
parents in writing of the decision made concerning their child’s transfer request by April 1%,

Late Requests

All Intradistrict transfer requests received after the close of the open enrollment period will be held and may
be granted based on their lottery seniority on or after April 1% and prior to the start of school should the
District determine that the transfer will not negatively impact the District and is in accordance with the

policy.

Nothing in this policy is to be construed to limit or restrict the district’s authority and right to make all
placement decisions it may deem necessary, appropriate and in the best interest of the district or its
students.

Call to Order, Pledge of Allegiance, and Report from Closed Session

The Board returned to open session at 6:35 p.m., and President Thornley reported from closed session that
the Board reviewed a request for a Stipulated Expulsion concerning case #0708-03. It was moved by Hilda
Sugarman, seconded by Ellen Ballard and carried 5-0 that the student be expelled from all the schools and
programs of the District for the semester in which the act occurred, Fall 2007, and the following semester,
Spring 2008. The Board finds that the student has violated Education Code sections 48900(b) and
48915(c)(2). The decision to expel is based on the findings of Education Code section 48915(b): 1) other
means of corrections are not feasible or have repeatedly failed to bring about proper conduct, 2) due to the
nature of the act, the presence of the pupil causes a continuing danger to the physical safety of the pupil or
others. Pursuant to California Education Code section 48916, a rehabilitation plan has been developed by
the Superintendent or Designee and recommended to the student and the student's parents for completion
during the period of expulsion. Readmission to the District at the end of the expulsion period will be
contingent upon satisfactory completion of the rehabilitation plan. The student may reapply for readmission
at the end of the Spring semester for the 2007/2008 school year.

funding, subject to ratification by the Board by a motion duly passed and adopted at the next
regular Board Meeting.
