The public may address the Board on items of public 
interest within the Board's jurisdiction.  Per Board Bylaw 9323, individual speakers shall be allowed three 
minutes to address the Board on each agenda or non-agenda item.  The Board limits the total time for 
public input on each item to 20 minutes.  The total time allowed for public comment shall be 30 minutes.  
Public comments about an item that is on the posted agenda will be heard at the time the agenda item is 
considered by the Board.  Public comment about an item that is not on the posted agenda will be heard 
during this time.  No action or discussion may take place on an item that is not on the posted agenda 
except as expressly authorized by law.  Since the Board cannot take action on items that are not on the 
agenda, such items will be referred to the Superintendent.  Persons wishing to address the Board are 
invited to complete and submit a "request to speak" slip to the secretary.  These slips are available at the 
reception counter.
