Background: The Enhancing Education Through Technology (EETT) Program was established
as part of the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001. Under this program the California
Department of Education (CDE) awards federally funded grants to school districts
that meet certain criteria. In the first round of competitive grants, Fullerton School
District received $916,800. A follow-up award of $137,520 was received for the
2005-06 school year, bringing the total received from Round 1 to $1,054,320.

The primary goal of the EETT program is to provide funding for grades 4-8 to use
technology to enhance teaching and promote learning. The application must be
aligned with the state approved district technology plan. Grantees will use funding
to implement a research-based program supporting adopted textbooks, to
evaluate program effectiveness, and to report results semi-annually to CDE.
Fullerton School District is eligible for Round 3 of the EETT competitive grants and
an application was submitted to CDE on April 6, 2005.

Approximately $4 million has been allocated for grant awards in CTAP Region 9.
This cycle is extremely competitive as this is $3 million less than in Round 1.
Schools that have more than 300 students (based on the Fall 2004 CBEDS data),
and are selected for funding, will receive implementation funds of $300 per student
in grades 4 through 8. All funds will be allocated in one year.

The Fullerton School District grant proposal, titled Hi-SCI TECH, is based on the
District’s current K-6 hands-on science program. Students use digital probeware
and online simulation software to support core science and health content
standards as in adopted textbooks. Professional development for program
teachers will include a summer institute and ten workdays during the year. There
are four elementary, one K-7, one K-8, and three junior high schools included in
the grant. The funding for HI-SCI TECH will be $1,519,800, if fully funded.

Background: On October 20, 2004, the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 (DMA 2000)
was signed into law, amending the provisions of the Robert T. Stafford
Disaster Relief Act of 1988.  At the regular meeting of the Board of Trustees on
May 11, 2004, Kevin Hobby, Fullerton School District Risk Management
Consultant, and Kathy Ikola presented information regarding this new
legislation and its requirements.  The Board of Trustees of the Fullerton School
District realize the importance of developing a Hazard Mitigation Plan for the
District Office and School Sites and, therefore, supports efforts by District
personnel in the development and submission of a Hazard Mitigation Plan to
the State of California and Federal Government.  On May 25, 2004, the
Board of Trustees adopted Resolution No. 03/04-28 in support of the District’s
implementation of a disaster preparedness plan in compliance with the Disaster
Mitigation Act of 2000.  Tonight, the Board of Trustees is being asked to
approve the Fullerton School District Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Adoption of this
resolution is a requirement of FEMA in order for approval of our plan.  Once our
plan is approved by FEMA, we are eligible to apply for pre- and post-disaster
mitigation grants.  A copy of this plan is available in the Superintendent’s Office
for review.

IN SUPPORT OF PROPOSITION 98

WHEREAS, The Education Coalition agreed last year to accept $2 billion less than the amount
guaranteed to California’s schools under Proposition 98 in order to help the State ease its record
budget deficit; and

WHEREAS, Larger than projected general fund revenues mean that the State owes California schools
an additional $1.4 billion this year as part of the deal made with the Governor and approved by
the Legislature; and

WHEREAS, To withhold the additional $1.4 billion owed to schools would have serious funding
implications not only for this year but for many years to come, since each year’s education
budget is calculated based on the total funds appropriated the previous year; and

WHEREAS, California ranks 36th among the 50 states in per-pupil funding yet has the highest
academic standards in the Nation and the most diverse student population, including students
who come to school speaking more than 100 languages; and

WHEREAS, Federal law mandates that every child in the State be proficient in reading and math by
2014 and that every classroom be staffed by a highly qualified teacher; and

WHEREAS, The $9.8 billion reduction in funding inflicted on schools since 2001 has already resulted
in the elimination of nurses, counselors, reading specialists, instructional aides, librarians, social
workers, and maintenance workers – as well as the elimination of athletic, music, and art
programs – at schools across the State; and

WHEREAS, California owes each and every child in the State access to a quality education that will
enable them to compete in a 21st century global economy, a necessity on which the future
economic and social well being of the State depends.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Fullerton School District Board of Trustees call on
the Governor and the Legislature to honor their agreement with California’s school children by
appropriating the $1.4 billion in additional revenues owed to schools this year under Proposition
98.

SUBJECT: APPROVE PLANNING AND IMPLEMENTATION OF 1:1 LAPTOP PROGRAM
FOR GRADE SIX DISTRICT-WIDE IN 2006/2007

Background: In June 2004 the Board of Trustees began the pilot implementation of the 1:1
laptop program in Fisler School (grades three through seven), in Nicolas Junior
High School (grade seven), and in Hermosa Drive School’s GATE program.  The
utilization of these three diverse programs has provided us with a tremendous
amount of experience upon which to make further decisions.  While the pilot
program was intended to be a two-year program, in order to properly implement
an extension of this program at least a year of lead-time is necessary for a
District-wide implementation.

For the 2005/2006 school year it is currently our intent to add the incoming
seventh graders at Nicolas Junior High, the incoming second and third graders at
Fisler School (with expansion to eighth grade of current seventh graders), and the
potential expansion of a couple of classes at Hermosa Drive School and the sixth
grade at Golden Hill School.  It is the staff recommendation that all sixth grade
students be allowed to participate in the 1:1 laptop program starting in September
2006.  In order for this to happen, we need at least a year of lead-time to secure
appropriate funding and to in-service teachers/administrators who will be
implementing this program.  We will also need time to work with parents and the
community in preparation for this implementation.

We have already secured the support of Fullerton Community Bank who will work
with our next year’s fifth graders to begin a savings program that will allow them
to participate in the lease/purchase of their own laptop. Upon an initial deposit of
$5.00 into a savings account into Fullerton Community Bank, Fullerton
Community Bank will contribute $10.00 toward that child’s savings program.  If a
parent opens an additional account, Fullerton Community Bank will contribute
another $50.00 to the child’s account.  We believe that this is the start of a
community-wide support for the expansion of the 1:1 laptop program in Fullerton
with the majority of students participating in a lease/purchase program.

Sixth graders will participate in a three-year lease/purchase and will be able to
use this laptop in sixth, seventh, and eighth grades.  At the completion of the
eighth grade, the family will own the laptop, and the student will have it available
for use in high school.  For those students who are unable to participate in a
lease/purchase program (and we firmly believe that with the support of
community, parents, and the PTA, most children, if planning far enough in
advance, can raise the required amount of money to pay for their own laptop), a
plan has already begun to further the support of any child who cannot afford a
lease/purchase program.  In some cases, it is anticipated that sponsors will



match the payments of the child, and in other cases categorical funds will be
used to pay for the computers, and the parent and child will only pay for the
insurance and laptop case.  In these situations, the computer will remain the
property of the school district.

The Fullerton program has already gained both national and international
attention.  By the end of this school year, we will have had visits not only from
around the County and around the State, but also from Canada and New
Zealand.

The staff and communities for Nicolas Junior High, Fisler, and Hermosa Drive
Schools, through their hard work and dedication, have made it possible to
recommend expansion at this time.  The laptop program would not be possible
without the tremendous articulation support by the Information Services
Department, the Business Services Department, the Curriculum and Instruction
Department, and the Personnel Services Department.

Funding: Categorical and parent contributions.
