Employees who work at least two hours into the 
premium time will have 6% applied to the entire shift. 
Substitute Salaries – Substitute employees and limited term employees shall be compensated at a rate equal to the first step of the appropriate salary range for the position in
which they are placed or level of duties performed.  Retired employees who substitute in their former position will be compensated at the range and step at which they retire, 
other positions will be compensated at the first step of the appropriate salary range. 
UNCLASSIFIED POSITIONS: 
Bus Driver Trainees are compensated at $16.00/hour (effective 01/01/2024).  
Mental Health Associates are compensated at $30.00/hour.  
School Psychologist Interns are compensated at $10,000/year.  

This salary schedule is established on an eight-hour day and a forty-hour week.  Pay rates for all regular part-time employees are computed with the salary being prorated in 
relationship to the time served.
